The soursob, the yellow flower on our label (essentially a
weed!), plays a pivotal role in the vineyard.

It grows in winter, outcompeting other weeds, then dies
off in spring, forming a natural weed mat.

Its opposite lifecycle to the vines means no competition
for water or nutrients when the vines need it.

It also helps prevent soil overcultivation.

Our vineyards sit in the foothills of the Mt Lofty
Ranges, close to historic Willunga on the eastern

edge of McLaren Vale. 

Our original Edgehill Vineyard was established in
the early 1970s, and later expanded with sites,

including Chanticleer, Denton’s, Braden’s & Cox’s
blocks. Our Winery Block and Grange Block sit

alongside our cellar door and winery.

McLaren Vale has a Mediterranean maritime climate. To the
west of our vineyards are the pristine waters and cooling

breezes of the Gulf St Vincent. To the east are the protective
slopes of the Mt Lofty Ranges. 

This combination of land and sea creates a distinctive
microclimate with cool summer breezes and mild winters,

contributing to the consistent production of premium wine.

This gives us complete control over our organic &
sustainable processing, and full quality control.
