“The 2019 vintage proved a watershed vintage for Rob Dolan Wines. The climatic conditions in the Yarra Valley lead-
ing into vintage were challenging with hot, dry conditions. The vintage was short and intense, being compressed into
just six weeks with the winery operating 24 hours a day to ensure grapes were processed at optimum ripeness. You
can expect great colour, richness and depth and excellent varietal intensity—certainly my top 5 vintages since
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2019 Black Label Blanc de Blanc
