2018 was an outstanding vintage. The year 
was warm without being too hot, which 
allowed the vines to ripen the fruit to the 
degree we desired without any stress, 
resulting in all aspects of fruit composition 
being good. Acid was naturally maintained 
and other critical components of the grape 
for sound fermentation were plentiful. 

WI N EM A KI NG This wine was fermented using wild yeast, with its 
slightly unpredictable nature, this builds more 
complexity in the wine. This wine was matured in 
various ways over 12 months as there are many 
components in the blend. Some parcels were 
matured in new and old oak, and the remaining 
parcel was maintained as a fresh fruity parcel in 
stainless steel.
