
A rich vibrant Syrah made from organically grown fruit in the Frankland River region of the
Great Southern. 2018 was marked by a long mild and dry growing season that allowed the fruit to
ripen slowly and mature with rich ripe fruit flavours. Harvested in late April, fermented and hand
plunged in open pot fermenters and matured in 500l French oak barrels. Bright red berry fruits,
balanced with subtle oak flavours of vanilla and spice leap out of the glass. Black pepper abound.
Brooding plum characters, savoury olives add a nice complexity and contrast. A soft juicy berry
flavour and mouth coating tannin gives this wine structure and length. Black olives and a little
touch of salty seaweed goodness interplay with fresh red currants and dark cherries to balance
the wine and give it intrigue. The length of the wine is long on the palate.
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
